Transporting large round bales on front loaders can limit visibility. Keep load low and go slow if visibility is
obstructed. Always use extra care.

Do not drink and drive!

Watch for traffic when operating near or crossing roadways.

Turn curves or go up or down hills only at a low speed and at a gradual steering angle. Make certain that at
least 20% of the tractor’s weight is on the front wheels to maintain safe steerage. Slow down on rough or
uneven surfaces, and loose gravel.

Use extreme care and maintain minimum ground speed when transporting on hillside, over rough ground and
when operating close to ditches or fences. Be careful when turning sharp corners.

Never allow riders on either tractor or implement. Falling off can kill.

Good maintenance is your responsibility. Poor maintenance is an invitation to trouble.

Before working on this machine, drive to a level area, disengage the PTO, lower implement (or if working
underneath, raise and block securely), shut off the engine, set the brakes, and remove the ignition keys.

Be certain all moving parts on attachments have come to a complete stop before attempting to perform
maintenance.

Never work under equipment unless it is blocked securely. Never depend on hydraulic system to keep imple-
ment in raised position.

Always use personal protection devices such as eye, hand and hearing protectors, when performing any
service or maintenance.

Keep all persons away from operator control area while performing adjustments, service, or maintenance.

Periodically tighten all bolts, nuts and screws and check that all cotter pins are properly installed to ensure unit
is in a safe condition.

When completing a maintenance or service function, make sure all safety shields and devices are installed
before placing unit in service.

Never use your hands to locate a hydraulic leak on attachments. Use a small piece of cardboard or wood.

Rear 3 pt. hitch mounted bale spears are designed,
depending on model, to handle up to 3,000 lb. bales. All
models feature a tapered “forged” spring steel spear
designed for tight center bales allowing easier spear
penetration into and withdrawal from bales.

The models BSF-1523, HS-2200, and HS-3000 will
handle one round bale. The model HS-330 handles mid-
size square bales and the model DBH-449 and DBH-
6000 handles two round bales at the same time.

NOTE: The maximum load for the attachments is as
follows:

TRACTOR REQUIREMENTS
AND PREPARATION
——————————————————

The required size of the tractor will be determined by the
size and weight of the bales to be handled.

Remember, high moisture hay (silage) bales are very
heavy in relation to similar size dry hay bales.

Always use a tractor large enough to safely handle your
bales.

Check the tractor’s 3 point hydraulic lift system. It should
operate up and down smoothly and hold its position when
set. Refer to your tractor owner’s manual or dealer for any
adjustments necessary to put the 3 point hydraulic lift
system in good working order. (I&T shop manuals will list
most specifications and adjustment instructions –
available from most farm equipment dealers.)

Tractor should be equipped with stabilizer bars,
adjustable sway chains, or sway blocks to keep the
implement from swinging side to side.

Smaller size tractors may need front counter weights to
counter-balance the weight of the implement and bale.

The tractor should be equipped with a Rollover
Protection System (ROPS) and a seat belt that is used.

Power unit must be equipped with ROPS or ROPS
cab and seat belt. Keep seat belt securely fastened.
Falling off power unit can result in death from being
run over or crushed. Keep foldable ROPS systems in
“locked up” position at all times.

Be sure tractor is properly counterbalanced with
weights before attempting to lift any load with the Bale
Spear Attachment.

If you are handling bales with both the front end loader
and the 3 pt. hitch on the tractor, always load the 3 pt.
attachment first and unload last.

With the tractor, push the spear into the large hay bale.
Make sure you have penetrated the hay bale far enough
so the bale doesn’t want to come off the end of the spear.
If, when you initially pick the bale up, it tends to droop
rearward, this would indicate you have not penetrated the
bale far enough.

NOTE: Soft center bales will tend to droop after being
lifted by a single spear. Placing the spear in a lower
position will allow for more lifting height and lessen the
load on the stabilizer spears.

NOTE: Always make sure bale spear fully penetrates the
bale. Partial penetration locates all the weight of the bale
on the outer end and can damage spear. Not covered
under warranty.

NOTE: In cold weather, a bale frozen to the ground may
exceed the lifting capacity of spear. Damage to spear
may occur. Not covered under warranty.

ASSEMBLY
——————————————————

Read all the instructions before beginning assembly.

Check the exploded view of the 3 pt. bale spear model
you have in this manual to get an idea of the relationship
between the parts.

MODEL: BSF-1523

Install the long forged main spear into the socket in the
main frame.

The threads and nut are metric – be sure correct tools
are used.

Locate the lift pins for your hitch and tighten securely.

MODELS: HS-2200, HS-3000

Install the frame on the tractor 3 pt. hitch.

Locate the lift pins for your hitch and tighten securely.
Lift pins go to the inside for Cat. I and to the outside for
Cat. II. Use bushings (not supplied) to make pins 11/8”
diameter for Cat. II.

Install the long forged main spear into the socket(s) on
the main frame. Secure with the 1/2” x 3” bolts(s).

The model HS-3000 has two forged spears for the bale.
This allows the handling of round bales without the bale
turning. Bales can be handled in the same position each
time.

MODELS: HS-330, DBH-449, DBH-6000

Install the frame on the tractor 3 pt. hitch (Cat. II/III).

Install the long forged main spear into the socket(s) on
the main frame. Secure with the 1/2” x 3” bolts(s).

The models DBH-449 and DBH-6000 have two forged
spears for each bale. This allows the handling of round
bales without the bale turning. Bales can be handled in
the same position each time.

The DBH-6000 has a stronger frame to handle two
bales that can weigh up to 6,000 lbs. total.

MAINTENANCE
——————————————————

Periodically check all bolts and nuts to make sure they
are tight.

Replace safety signs and instruction decals if damaged
or missing.

OPERATION
——————————————————

The operator is responsible for the safe operation of this
equipment. The operator must be properly trained.
Operators should be familiar with the tractor and attach-
ment, and all safety practices before starting operation.
Read the safety rules and safety signs on pages 3-11.

Be sure your tractor is in good condition. Read
all the safety precautions and make sure all tractor
operators are familiar with the safety rules of
operation.

NOTES
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• Machinery should be operated only by those who are
responsible and are authorized to do so.

• Stop the engine, lower all equipment, lock the brakes,
and remove the ignition key before dismounting from the
tractor.

• Never stand between tractor and implement while tractor
is being backed to hitch.

• Loose fitting clothing should not be worn, to avoid catch-
ing on various parts.

• Detach implement in area where children normally do not
play.

• When performing adjustments or maintenance on an
implement, first lower it to the ground or block it securely
at a workable height.

• Only a qualified operator should be permitted on tractor
when in operation; no riders allowed.

• Make certain everyone is in the clear before starting
tractor or raising or lowering equipment.

• Operate the tractor and implement only while seated in
the driver’s seat.

• Reduce speed when transporting mounted implements
to avoid bouncing and momentary loss of steering
control.

• A heavy load can cause instability of the tractor. Use
extreme care during road travel. Slow down on turns and
watch out for bumps. Tractor may need front counter-
weights to counter-balance the weight of the implement.

• Reduce speed on hillsides or curves so there is no
danger of tipping.

• Avoid driving too close to the edge of ditches or creeks.

• Do not transport implement on public roads without
reflectors and slow moving vehicle emblem in daylight
and with approved warning lights at night and other
periods of poor visibility.

• Due to the width of some implements, use extra caution
on highways, farm roads, and when approaching gates.

• Always be sure the implement is in the proper position for
transport.

• Keep alert and watch the front as well as the rear when
working with the implement.
